ABOUT A FEW OF OUR TOUR STOPS 

Lakeside Dairy, Hanford, CA 
In 2008, a meeting with their banker to strategize how to sur-
vive $9 milk led to a $3.5 million project to construct an 891-
kilowatt solar energy system built on 4 acres. The solar project 
is the latest effort by Lakeside Dairy to become more sustaina-
ble; expected to produce 2 million kilowatt hours per year, 
providing for 90% of the dairy’s needs.  
 
Tony Martin Dairy & Dairy Goddess Cheese Co., Lemoore, CA   
Husband and wife Tony and Barbara Martin are third genera-
tion dairy farmers. In summer 2010, Barbara started the Dairy 
Goddess Cheese Company with one flavor of cheese sold at a 
local farmer’s market. Just one year later, Dairy Goddess 
Cheese is now in 14 farmer’s markets, 3 specialty stores and 
Whole Foods Fresno.  
 

RuAnn Dairy and Maddox Dairy, Burrel, CA  
The Maddox family operates two dairies, collectively managing 
12,000 Holsteins with approximately 5,400 milking animals; 
combining to form the largest Registered Holstein dairy in the 
United States. Together, the dairies have a rolling herd average 
of approximately 27,000 pounds of milk, 3.7% fat and 3.3% 
protein.  In addition, the Maddox family farms 12,000 acres, 
some of which includes 3,000 acres of wine grapes and 1,600 

acres of almonds! 
 
Hilmar Cheese Company, Inc., Hilmar, CA    
In 1984, twelve Central California dairy families, seeking to 
maximize the value of their Jersey cows' high solids milk, creat-
ed the Hilmar Cheese Company. Today, Hilmar Cheese sells its 
products in more than 40 countries. The company annually 
produces more cheese from one site (Hilmar, CA) than any oth-
er manufacturer in the world. We will have a guided tour of the 
facility, then enjoy lunch featuring Hilmar cheese products and 
a discussion with Hilmar Cheese co-founder, Richard Clauss, 
and VP David Ahlem about taking advantage of marketing  
opportunity, exports and policy. 
 

Fiscalini Farms & Cheese Company, Modesto, CA   
Fiscalini Farms, one of the first dairies in California to be certi-
fied by the CA Dairy Quality Assurance Program for environ-
mental responsibility, was the first in the nation to be certified 
by Validus Services for compliance in animal welfare issues, 
environmental stewardship, and food safety.

After making a stop at Fresno-Yosemite Airport for drop-off for early flight departures around 

11:30 a.m., our bus will continue on to Western Milling in Goshen, CA; the largest feed manu-

facturing firm west of the Mississippi which formulates, produces and delivers more than 4,000 

diets for livestock, zoo, and companion animals using a state-of-the-art mixing system that is 

one of the most modern in the U.S.  But that’s not all!  Before we call it a day, we’ll visit a local 

citrus grove and packing plant!
